¢ Judging times:

o 4:10pm poultry/pork + sliders/tacos;
o 4:20pm cheesy sides and non-cheesy sides + chocolate dessert and non-chocolate dessert.
Your group can enter as many (or as few!) categories as you’d like.
The church will reimburse up to $150 per group for food and supplies. (Receipts required)
The church will provide tables, food boats, paper towels, forks, and drinks.
If you are submitting your dish on your own serving piece, it MUST be DISPOSABLE.
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FAQ's:
O Does my group have to enter the competition?
No. But remember — you miss 100% of the shots you don’t take!
¢ Can our group combine with another group?
Yes, of course! If people from your group are out of town or busy or lame and combining with a group makes it
possible for you to participate, we’re for it!
O What time can we arrive?
Anytime, starting Friday at S5pm.
¢ Does my group have to cook on site?
No. You are welcomed to, though. Historically, we’ve really nailed the tailgating vibe before the event, so feel free
to bring cornhole, Kanlam, Spikeball, or any other yard games that would make the afternoon more fun.
¢  Can we bring a tent?
Sure, wouldn’t hurt with the unpredictable weather we’ve been having lately.
O Will there be access to power?
Other than the Holy Spirit that resides within you, no!
¢ Will GBC reimburse my group for alcohol?
Seriously? We’re a church. No.
O  Can we use the GBC kitchen or grill?
